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The Tsunami Blessing Inside and Out, Part 296 Scriptures 

 
This is Section I of a multi-part instruction. The only ones who have 

the right to claim Preeminent Domain is Elohim and those who were 
called and elected to inherit and inhabit the earth, i.e., every 

member of the Body of Christ. Build your capacity to receive the 
exceeding, abundantly, above all that you can imagine through the 

Word of God and the Spirit of God.  
 

Recognize you are heavily endorsed and reinforced by the kingdom 
of God that is already within you. Always remain in the position of 

honor and humility before the Lord. Realize you are supernaturally 
endowed with exousia authority and dunamis power. Release your 

God-given dominion to work in you at the fullest strength to govern 
the earth by faith. Recover all lost, stolen, and destroyed territory 

and take new ground. 

 
Enlarge your territory to bring Heaven to Earth. Enlarge your heart 

to receive God’s vision and provision. Enlarge your mouth over the 
enemy and give him no room to cause any division. Make it 

impossible for satan to ever breach your property line. Be the triple 
threat that employs: 1) the Word of God, both logos and rhema; 2) 

the blood of the Lamb; and 3) the name of Jesus. 
 

 
The Fatherhood Initiative: Jesus is God’s preeminent Heaven-born 

reality on earth 
 

Now let’s ponder on the events that occurred with Jesus’ transition 
into the earth. After He was procreated as the seed of His Heavenly 

Father into Mary’s womb by Holy Spirit, Jesus had to become 

reacquainted with His Abba Father. Jesus’ entry into the world was 
exactly like every human being, except for Him being initially 

downloaded from heaven by faith without the natural sperm of a 
mortal man.  

 
Abba’s incorruptible seed impregnated Mary’s womb through the 

dunamis power of Holy Spirit. As a baby, Jesus knew nothing about 
His divine pedigree. Every bit of wisdom, knowledge, understanding, 

and revelation Jesus was once proficient in practicing perfectly, was 
now hidden within His DNA.  

 
Jesus had to reconnect to God as His Abba Father to retrieve His 

earthly assignment and agenda. Jesus accurately downloaded His 
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calling and election through the leadership of the Spirit of God and 

the lens of the logos Word of God and the rhéma Word of God. 
 

Consider the following as Jesus’ scenario: Although as the eternal 
Son of God who resided in heaven, He temporarily served as the Son 

of man on earth. Jesus’ perfect union with Abba Father was restored 
so He learned the voice of God perfectly.  

 
Research discloses when a baby fetus starts to hear. “Around 

eighteen weeks [4 ½ months] of pregnancy, your little one hears 
their very first sounds. By twenty-four weeks [6 months], those 

little ears are rapidly developing. Your baby's sensitivity to sound 
will improve even more as the weeks pass.” 

 
Jesus was nourished by a host of scriptures prophesying His birth, 

life, ministry, death, burial, resurrection, and ascension. Next, Jesus 

absolutely trusted the absolute truth that Abba proclaimed about His 
delivery of heaven-born realities on earth. Finally, Jesus finished the 

work that Abba gave Him to do. To fulfill God’s mission, Jesus knew 
as He was known by the love of God. 

 
 

The Fatherhood Initiative: In Genesis 22nd chapter, you can see the 
transaction that it took to bring heaven to earth.

22 1,2 The faith of Abraham is proved in offering his son Isaac. 3 Isaac is a 

figure of Christ. 20 The generations of Nahor Abraham’s brother of whom 
cometh Rebekah. 

 
1 And after these things God did prove Abraham, and said unto him, 

Abraham. Who answered, [a]Here am I.

6 Then Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering, and laid it upon Isaac 

his son, and he took the fire in his hand, and the knife: and they went both 

together. 

7 Then spake Isaac unto Abraham his father, and said, My father. And he 

answered, Here am I, my son. And he said, Behold the fire and the wood, 

but where is the lamb for the burnt offering? 

8 Then Abraham answered, My son, God will [e]provide him a lamb for a 

burnt offering: so they went both together. 

9 And when they came to the place which God had showed him, Abraham 

built an altar there, and couched the wood, and [f]bound Isaac his son, and 

laid him on the altar upon the wood. 

10 And Abraham stretching forth his hand, took the knife to kill his son. 

11 But the Angel of the Lord called unto him from heaven, saying, Abraham, 

Abraham. And he answered, Here am I.

The Fatherhood Initiative: In Jesus’ earthly ministry which is 

bridged and blended into yours, you can see the transaction that it 
took to bring earth to heaven.

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on all those who live in the land of the shadow of death. 3 For Israel will 

again be great, filled with joy like that of reapers when the harvesttime has 

come, and like that of men dividing up the plunder they have won. 4 For God 

will break the chains that bind his people and the whip that scourges them, 

just as he did when he destroyed the vast host of the Midianites by Gideon’s 

little band. 5 In that glorious day of peace there will no longer be the issuing 

of battle gear; no more the bloodstained uniforms of war; all such will be 

burned.

The Fatherhood Initiative: In Jesus’ finished works on earth, you can 

see the transaction it took to birth the family of God.  
 

Jesus knew he was suffering the crucifixion for a purpose. Earlier he had said 

in John 10:18 of his life, "No one takes it from me, but I lay it down of my 

own accord. I have authority to lay it down and authority to take it up again. 

This command I received from my Father." (NIV) These three words "It is 

finished!" were packed with meaning, for what was finished here was not 

only Christ's earthly life, not only his suffering and dying, not only the 

payment for sin and the redemption of the world—but the very reason and 

purpose he came to earth was finished. His final act of obedience was 

complete. The Scriptures had been fulfilled.

30 Now when Jesus had received of the vinegar, he said, It is finished, and 

bowed his head, and gave up the ghost.

... he said, "It is finished!"

33 But when they came to Jesus and they saw that He was already dead, 

they did not break His legs. 

34 But one of the soldiers pierced His side with a spear, and immediately 

blood and water came (flowed) out. 

 

During pregnancy, the opening to the womb (cervix) is plugged with thick 
mucus. This protects the baby and womb from infection. When the cervix 

starts to open, it releases this plug of mucus and also a little blood. Clear 
water comes out of the vagina. 

 

 

In Jesus’ finished works on earth, you can see the transaction it will 
take for the Church to continue to generate members into the family 

of God.

23 Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word 

of God, which liveth and abideth for ever.

Break out into loud and joyful song, 

Jerusalem,[a] for she who was abandoned has more blessings now than she 

whose husband stayed! 2 Enlarge your house; build on additions; spread out 

your home! 3 For you will soon be bursting at the seams! And your 

descendants will possess the cities left behind during the exile and rule the 

nations that took their lands.

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The Fatherhood Initiative: Mary’s willingness to offer her womb as a 

living sacrifice unto God birthed Jesus.  
 

Now over two thousand years later, there is still nothing left to add 
to or take away from the finished work of Christ at all. That same 

promise that was available to all those who were in attendance is 
still accessible to us.  

 
All that is required to activate the vowed promises of God right now 

is to open your heart and anticipate receiving them fulfilled by faith 
according to the fullest measure of heaven. Then profess the vowed 

promise from the Word of God aloud with your mouth by faith until it 
is manifested. 

 
If no one else on earth was sure Jesus came from God, Mary 

absolutely knew God fathered Him. Holy Spirit supernaturally 

deposited Jesus into Mary’s womb once she agreed with God’s 
purpose, plan, and path for her life.  

 
From that experience, Mary personally knew God always begins with 

the end in mind. Luke 1:38, KJV records her covenant agreement 
with God and with His [rhéma] Word that was spoken that was 

released by the angel Gabriel, “For with God nothing shall be 
impossible,” Luke 1:37, KJV. “And Mary said, Behold the handmaid of 

the Lord; be it unto me according to thy [rhéma] Word. And the 
angel departed from her.” 

 
Intimacy with God always reproduces His offspring. It creates space 

for God to do the impossible through you. In Luke 1:26-38, you can 
see how the angel Gabriel moved Mary from intellectual knowledge 

to revelation knowledge and then to experiential knowledge.  

 
This was the express opportunity for Mary to know as she was 

known by the love of God. The divine truth behind the divine 
instruction turned into the divine impartation to be the mother of the 

promised Messiah, Jesus Christ.  
 

Gabriel gave Mary a vivid word picture of the course of action. First, 
she could expect God to anoint her with the Holy Ghost. Then Holy 

Spirit would overshadow her and the miraculous power would 
impregnate Mary’s womb with God’s seed. Her virgin womb 

delivered Jesus Christ, the Savior into the world. Co-partnering with 
God, she repositioned herself to fulfill His dream of restoring His 

family on earth. 
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This divine shift ushered Mary’s heart away from any potential 

deception, error, lie, or fabricated evidence appearing real. Graced 
by God, she was His highly favored carrier among every other 

woman on earth.  
 

 
Your willingness to offer your womb as a living sacrifice unto God 

will birth the family of God 
 

Still today, God has His eye on you to be a carrier of His anointing 
and miraculous power. You are God’s highly favored one in His 

chosen area(s) of influence as well.  
 

He desires for Jesus Christ to be revealed in you until He is fully 
formed as the Perfect Man in you i.e. until you grow and develop into 

“the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ,” Ephesians 

4:13. That is for the delivery of God’s offspring into your world. Then 
you won’t deny that is quite similar to the miraculous conception of 

Jesus Christ. 
 

Along with our repentance, the blood of Jesus transforms us into a 
spiritual virgin supernaturally even if we aren’t one naturally. Being 

repositioned qualifies God to be your Heavenly Father, Abba Father 
i.e., Daddy.  

 
Then in Isaiah 9:6-7, one of the names Jesus is referred to is 

“Everlasting Father.” He not only birthed the Church, but through 
Jesus, all your offspring are His. He never stops waiting expectedly 

to usher you from conception to His delivery room. Make room for 
Jesus to accommodate His offspring in you and through you. The 

spiritual womb is non-gender specific. 
 

Proverbs 20:27 highlights our spirit as the burner for the Lord to 

ignite His flame. The Lord’s fire is so penetrating that it reveals all 
the compartments of the womb. That is significant because just like 

the natural womb, the spiritual womb was created to reproduce 

God’s offspring on the earth. 
 

 Proverbs 20:27, King James Version 

The spirit of man is the candle of the LORD, searching all the inward parts of 

the belly. 
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Ephesians 6:14 authenticates the loins as the spiritual womb, i.e., 

non-gender specific. The word “loins” in Greek from the Strong’s 
Concordance is cited as our “internally procreative powers.” That is 

in context with putting on and keeping on the whole armor of God. 
  

In other words, stand firm by binding the internally procreative 
powers of your womb to the divine truth revealed. Now, you can 

better understand the spiritual and supernatural connotations of 
living with the readiness to resist any form of evil at all times. You 

are fighting for your offspring.  
  

Ephesians 6:14, King James Version 

14 Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the 

breastplate of righteousness; 

 
 

The Fatherhood Initiative: Jesus has already broken the yoke that 
prevents full-term multiple births. We are to preserve what Jesus 

has already done to make it impossible for satan to undo the 
finished works of Christ. 

 
The enemy lusts after a new promise attempting to abort it in the 

embryonic stage. Just like Jesus, God is the One who anoints you 

with the Holy Ghost and dunamis i.e., the miraculous power. Isaiah 
10:27 reveals the anointing as the supernatural influence that 

destroys the yoke that is on your neck. 
  

The reference to this yoke is that it is destroyed, H2254. In Hebrew, 
the word “destroyed” is châbal – to wind tightly (as a rope) i.e., to 

bind; (spec) by a pledge; (fig) to pervert, destroy; to writhe in pain 
(espec. of *parturition, x at all, band, bring forth, (deal corrupt(ly), 

destroy, offend, lay to (take a) pledge, spoil, travail, x very, withhold 
[*1828 – the act of bringing forth or being delivered of young.] 

Therefore, any pain experienced is really not from attack as some 
may suppose, but from labor. 

 
The Spirit of God coupled with the Word of God releases the 

anointing to prevent the yoke of bondage from staying attached in 

anyway. Under the anointing and miraculous power of the Spirit of 
God, you bind the yoke with Word of God as you voice-activate 

deliverance. 
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The freedom you receive from the anointing disallows all oppression. 

It serves as a supernatural sealant to protect and preserve you. That 
is followed by Holy Spirit graciously ministering wholeness and 

wellness to you. The end result is your restoration to reproduce 
offspring for the kingdom of God. That is second step to being 

Breachproof from the enemy!  
 

Isaiah 10:27 King James Version (KJV) 
27 And it shall come to pass in that day, that his burden shall be taken away 

from off thy shoulder, and his yoke from off thy neck, and the yoke shall be 
destroyed because of the anointing. 

 
Jesus already outlawed every yoke of bondage through His finished 

work on Calvary. That is Breachproof Breakthrough! Still there is the 
third step to be accomplished.  

 

There is another word for broken in Isaiah 14:5, 29 and Jeremiah 
28:2, 12 that is quite different from the one mentioned in Isaiah 9th 

chapter. The Hebrew word used for broken here is shâbar which 
means to burst, i.e., to bring forth to birth. 

 
The word in Hebrew is shâbar means to burst (lit or fig) – break 

(down, off, in pieces, up; broken ([hearted]), bring to the birth, 
crush, destroy, hurt, quench, x quite, tear, view.  

 
Now you can see that Isaiah 14:5 illustrates what freedom 

resembles once the enemy’s staff and scepter are broken into 
irreconcilable pieces. This resembles the miraculous works of the 

Lord literally reproducing your offspring along with your release 
from captivity.  

 

So you see that the fight is not really about your current positioning, 
it is truly about your covenanted potentiality. The battle is centered 

on what you are carrying inside your womb, i.e., non-gender 
specific. Refuse to allow the enemy to abort your supernatural 

offspring. Keep on pushing until you see the head! That is 
Breakthrough! 

 
Isaiah 14:5 King James Version (KJV) 

5 The LORD hath broken the staff of the wicked, and the sceptre of the rulers. 
 

Again, shâbar is used in Isaiah 14:29 for the word “broken.” But 
now it is turned against the enemies of the Lord. Any enemy that is 

against you is God’s enemy also. This time, the prophecy announced 
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that the offspring that the Lord reproduced would be fiercer than the 

freedom the enemies experienced in the prior season. Palestina did 
not understand that the ones they picked out to pick on had God as 

their impenetrable Defender. That is Breakthrough! 
 

Isaiah 14:29 King James Version (KJV) 
29 Rejoice not thou, whole Palestina, because the rod of him that smote thee 

is broken: for out of the serpent's root shall come forth a cockatrice, and his 
fruit shall be a fiery flying serpent. 

 

 
Isaiah 14:2-3, Amplified Bible, Classic Edition 

2 And the peoples [of Babylonia] shall [a]take them and bring them to their 

own country [of Judea] and help restore them. And the house of Israel will 

possess [the foreigners who prefer to stay with] them in the land of the Lord 

as male and female servants; and they will take captive [not by physical but 

by moral might] those whose captives they have been, and they will rule 

over their [former] oppressors. 

3 When the Lord has given you rest from your sorrow and pain and from 

your trouble and unrest and from the hard service with which you were 

made to serve,
