Jehovah, Isaiah 40:3, (KJV) 

3 The voice of him that crieth in the wilderness, Prepare [turn to] ye the way 

[the course of life] of the LORD, make straight [approve] in the desert 

[uninhabited] a highway [public road] for our God. 

 

Jehovah-M’Kaddesh. “the God who sanctifies,” Leviticus 11:44, (KJV) 

44 For I am the LORD your God: ye shall therefore sanctify [consecrate; show 

yourself sacred/majestic] yourselves, and ye shall be holy [set apart]; for I 
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am holy: neither shall ye defile yourselves with any manner of creeping 

thing that creepeth upon the earth. 

 

Leviticus 20:7-8, (KJV) 

7 Sanctify yourselves therefore, and be ye holy: for I am the LORD your God. 

8 And ye shall keep my statutes, and do them: I am the LORD which sanctify 

you. 

 

Jehovah-Rohi: The Lord My Shepherd, Psalm 23:1, (KJV) 

1 The LORD is my shepherd [companion to pasture]; I shall not want. 

Jehovah-Jireh: The Lord Shall Provide Genesis 22:13-14, (KJV) 

13 And Abraham lifted up his eyes, and looked, and behold behind him a ram 

caught in a thicket by his horns: and Abraham went and took the ram, and 

offered him up for a burnt offering in the stead of his son. 14 And Abraham 

called the name of that place Jehovahjireh [see to it]: as it is said to this 

day, In the mount of the LORD it shall be seen. 

 

Jehovah-Nissi: The Lord Is My Banner Exodus 17:15, (KJV) 

15 And Moses built an altar, and called the name of it Jehovahnissi [standard, 

a rallying point: 

 

Jehovah-Shalom: The Lord Who Is Peace Judges 6:24, (KJV) 

24 Then Gideon built an altar there unto the LORD, and called it 

Jehovahshalom [completeness, soundness, safety]: unto this day it is yet in 

Ophrah of the Abiezrites. 

 

Jehovah-Tsidkenu: The Lord Who Is Righteous Jeremiah 23:5-6, (KJV) 

5 Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will raise unto David a 

righteous Branch, and a King shall reign and prosper, and shall execute 
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judgment and justice in the earth. 6 In his days Judah shall be saved, and 

Israel shall dwell safely: and this is his name whereby he shall be called, THE 

LORD OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS [justice]. 

 

Jehovah-Shammah: The Lord Who Is There, Ezekiel 48:35, (KJV) 

35 It was round about eighteen thousand measures: and the name of the city 

from that day shall be, The LORD is there [at that place]. 

 

Jehovah-G’molah: The Lord of Recompense 

Deuteronomy 32:34-36 (AMPC) 

34 Is not this laid up in store with Me, sealed up in My treasuries? 

35 Vengeance is Mine, and recompense, in the time when their foot shall 

slide; for the day of their disaster is at hand and their doom comes speedily. 

36 For the Lord will revoke sentence for His people and relent for His 

servants’ sake when He sees that their power is gone and none remains, 

whether bond or free. 

 

The Most High, Psalm 83:18, The Voice 

18 May they know that You and You alone, whose name is the Eternal, 

    are the Most High [the uppermost], the Supreme Ruler over all the earth. 

 

God is Salvation, Strength, Song, Isaiah 12:1-3, (KJV) 

1 And in that day thou shalt say, O LORD, I will praise thee: though thou wast 

angry with me, thine anger is turned away, and thou comfortedst me. 

2 Behold, God is my salvation [saving health]; I will trust, and not be afraid: 

for the LORD JEHOVAH is my strength [might, i.e., material/physical] and my 

song; he also is become my salvation. 3 Therefore with joy shall ye draw 

water out of the wells of salvation. 
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Author of Salvation, Hebrews 2:10, (KJV) 

10 For it became him, for whom are all things, and by whom are all things, in 

bringing many sons unto glory, to make the captain [originator, author, 

founder, leader] of their salvation [rescue/safety] perfect through sufferings. 

 

The God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, Exodus 3:2, 6 (KJV) 

2 And the angel of the LORD appeared unto him in a flame of fire out of the 

midst of a bush: and he looked, and, behold, the bush burned with fire, and 

the bush was not consumed. 6 Moreover he said, I am the God [Elohim] of 

thy father [head of the household], the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, 

and the God of Jacob. And Moses hid his face; for he was afraid to look upon 

God.

which is, and which was, and which is to come, the Almighty [ruler of the 

universe]. 
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The Everlasting Father, Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Prince of Peace, 

Isaiah 9:6, (KJV) 

6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government 

shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful 

[extraordinary] , Counsellor [consult], The mighty [strong] God [god-like], 

The everlasting Father [continuing future], The Prince [commander of 

military] of Peace [completeness, soundness, safety]. 

 

The First and the Last, Revelation 1:17, (KJV) 

17 And when I saw him, I fell at his feet as dead. And he laid his right hand 

upon me, saying unto me, Fear not; I am the first [foremost] and the last

2 Looking unto Jesus the author [originator, prince, leader] and finisher 

[completer, perfecter, consummator] of our faith; who for the joy that was 

set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at 

the right hand of the throne of God. 

 

Advocate, 1 John 2:1, (KJV) 

1 My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any 

man sin, we have an advocate [intercessor, comforter, consoler, helper] with 

the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous: 

 

Surety of a Better Covenant, Hebrews 7:22, (KJV) 

22 By so much was Jesus made a surety [guarantee, bondsmen] of a better 

testament. 

 

Master, John 13:13, (KJV) 

13 Ye call me Master [teacher, instructor] and Lord [master]: and ye say 

well; for so I am. 

 

The Resurrection and the Life, John 11:25-26, (KJV) 

25 Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection [author of the resurrection from 

death, and the life [physical and spiritual]: he that believeth in me, though 

he were dead, yet shall he live: 26 And whosoever liveth and believeth in me 

shall never die. Believest thou this? 
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The Wisdom of God, 1 Corinthians 1:24, (KJV) 

24 But unto them which are called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power 

[rhema] of God, and the wisdom [insight, divine and human skill, 

intelligence] of God. 

 

Yahweh, Isaiah 26:4, Names of God Bible 

4 Trust Yahweh [the self-existing One] always, because Yah, Yahweh 

alone, is an everlasting rock. 

 

God, Mediator, 1 Timothy 2:5, (KJV) 

5 For there is one God [magistrate], and one mediator [reconciler] between 

God and men, the man Christ Jesus; 

 

Son of God, John 1:34, (KJV) 

34 And I saw, and bare record that this is the Son [descendant] of God 

[deity, of supreme Divinity]. 

 

Beloved Son, Matthew 17:5, (KJV) 

5 While he yet spake, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them: and behold 

a voice out of the cloud, which said, This is my beloved [as beloved beyond 

all others by the God who sent Him] Son [descendent], in whom I am well 

pleased; hear ye him. 

 

Lord, God John 20:28, (KJV) 

28 And Thomas answered and said unto him, My LORD [master, supreme in 

authority] and my God [deity, of supreme Divinity]. 
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The Word, John 1:1-3, (KJV) 

1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word 

[divine expression] was God. 2 The same was in the beginning with God. 3 All 

things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was 

made. 

 

Messiah, Daniel 9:25, (KJV) 

25 Know therefore and understand, that from the going forth of the 

commandment to restore and to build Jerusalem unto the Messiah [the 

anointed one, high priest] the Prince [leader, ruler, captain] shall be seven 

weeks, and threescore and two weeks: the street shall be built again, and 

the wall, even in troublous times. 

 

Alpha and Omega, Revelation 22:13, (KJV) 

13 I am Alpha [the first letter the Greek alphabet] and Omega [the last letter 

the Greek alphabet], the beginning [foremost] and the end [final], the first 

[commencement] and the last [conclusion]. 

 

Savior, Christ, Luke 2:11, (KJV) 

11 For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour [deliverer], 

which is Christ [the Anointed One, Messiah] the Lord. 

 

Redeemer, Isaiah 48:17, (KJV) 

17 Thus saith the LORD, thy Redeemer [to redeem, act as a kinsman], the 

Holy One of Israel; I am the LORD thy God which teacheth thee to profit, 

which leadeth thee by the way that thou shouldest go. 
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Creator of All Things, Colossians 1:16, (KJV) 

16 For by him were all things created [create, form, shape always of God], 

that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they 

be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were 

created by him, and for him: 

 

Master, Luke 8:24, (KJV) 

24 And they came to him, and awoke him, saying, Master, master [appointee 

over, commander], we perish. Then he arose, and rebuked the wind and the 

raging of the water: and they ceased, and there was a calm. 

 

Bread of Life, John 6:48, (KJV) 

48 I am that bread [loaf, food] of life [[physical i.e., present; spiritual i.e., 

future existence]. 

 

Apostle, High Priest, Hebrews 3:1, (KJV) 

3 Wherefore, holy brethren, partakers of the heavenly calling, consider the 

Apostle [ambassador of the Gospel] and High Priest [intervene in respect to 

your confession and repentance before God] of our profession 

[acknowledgement], Christ Jesus; 

 

Lamb of God, John 1:29, (KJV) 

29 The next day John seeth Jesus coming unto him, and saith, Behold the 

Lamb [type of innocence and with sacrificial connotation] of God, which 

taketh away the sin of the world. 

 

A Lamb Without Blemish and Without Spot, 1 Peter 1:19, (KJV) 

19 But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb [a type of innocence 

and with sacrificial connotation] without blemish and without spot: 
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The Lamb, Revelation 7:9, (KJV) 

9 After this I beheld, and, lo, a great multitude, which no man could number, 

of all nations, and kindreds, and people, and tongues, stood before the 

throne, and before the Lamb [(originally: a little lamb, but diminutive force 

was lost), a lamb], clothed with white robes, and palms in their hands; 

 

He Is the Lamb Who Was Slain, Revelation 5:12, (KJV) 

12 Saying with a loud voice, Worthy [deserving, suitable] is the Lamb 

[(originally: a little lamb, but diminutive force was lost), a lamb], that was 

slain to receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honour, 

and glory, and blessing. 

 

Lamb Slain From the Foundation of the World, Revelation 13:8, (KJV) 

8 And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are not 

written in the book of life of the Lamb [(originally: a little lamb, but 

diminutive force was lost), a lamb], slain from the foundation of the world. 

 

The Great Shepherd of the Sheep, Hebrews 13:20, (KJV) 

20 Now the God of peace, that brought again from the dead our Lord Jesus, 

that great [large, great] shepherd [feeder, protector, ruler] of the sheep, 

through the blood of the everlasting covenant, 

 

The Good Shepherd, John 10:11, (KJV) 

11 I am the good [beautiful, valuable, virtuous] shepherd: the good shepherd 

giveth his life for the sheep. 

 

The Chief Shepherd, 1 Peter 5:4, (KJV) 

4 And when the chief [Head] Shepherd shall appear, ye shall receive a crown 

of glory that fadeth not away. 
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The Way, the Truth, and Life, John 14:6, (KJV) 

6 Jesus saith unto him, I am the way [path], the truth [divine truth revealed 

to man], and the life [[physical i.e., present; spiritual i.e., future existence]: 

no man cometh unto the Father, but by me. 

 

The Rock, Psalm 18:2, (KJV) 

2 The LORD is my rock [stronghold of Jehovah], and my fortress [defense], 

and my deliverer; my God, my strength, in whom I will trust; my buckler, 

and the horn of my salvation, and my high tower. 

 

Most High, Refuge, My Fortress, Psalm 91:1-2, (KJV) 

1 He that dwelleth in the secret place [hiding place, covering’ of the most 

High shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty. 2 I will say of the LORD, 

He is my refuge [shelter] and my fortress[defense]: my God; in him will I 

trust. 

 

The Builder, Hebrews 3:3, (KJV) 

3 For this man was counted worthy of more glory than Moses, inasmuch as 

he who hath builded [construct, make ready] the house hath more honour 

than the house. 

 

The Foundation, 1 Corinthians 3:11, (KJV) 

11 For other foundation [substruction] can no man lay than that is laid, which 

is Jesus Christ. 

 

A Sure Foundation and a Stone, Isaiah 28:16, (KJV) 

16 Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD, Behold, I lay in Zion for a foundation a 

stone, a tried stone, a precious corner stone [set to keep the building erect], 

a sure [established] foundation: he that believeth shall not make haste. 
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A Living Stone, A Chief Cornerstone, A Precious Stone, 1 Peter 2:4, 6, (KJV) 

4 To whom coming, as unto a living stone, disallowed indeed of men, but 

chosen [favorite] of God, and precious [honored], 6 Wherefore also it is 

contained in the scripture, Behold, I lay in Sion a chief corner stone, elect, 

precious: and he that believeth on him shall not be confounded. 

 

A Stone Cut Without Hands, Daniel 2:34-35, (AMPC) 

34 As you looked, a [a]Stone was cut out without human hands, which smote 

the image on its feet of iron and [baked] clay [of the potter] and broke them 

to pieces. 35 Then the iron, the [baked] clay [of the potter], the bronze, the 

silver, and the gold were broken and crushed together and became like the 

chaff of the summer threshing floors, and the wind carried them away so 

that not a trace of them could be found. And the Stone that smote the image 

became a great mountain or rock and filled the whole earth.
