Every-

thing inside and out is 

influenced, whether or 

not you invest in the 

whole armor of God. In 

other words, stand firm 

by binding the internally 

procreative powers of 

your womb to the abso-

lute truth revealed you 

can absolutely trust. In 

spiritual warfare, you tri-

umphantly resist all forms 

of evil in any season. You 

are fighting for your off-

spring!

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Broken in Hebrew is shâbar is defined as “to burst (lit or fig)–break (down, off, in 

pieces, up; broken ([hearted]), bring to the birth, crush, destroy, hurt, quench, x 

quite, tear, view.” Isaiah 14:5 proves what freedom resembles once the enemy’s staff 

and scepter are broken into irreconcilable pieces. “The LORD hath broken the staff of 

the wicked, and the sceptre of the rulers.” That resembles the miraculous works of 

the Lord reproducing your offspring along with your release from captivity. The 

fight is not about your current positioning but your covenanted potentiality. The bat-

tle is centered on what you are carrying inside your womb. Refuse to allow the ene-

my to abort your supernatural offspring.

And unto Adam he said, Be-

cause thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy wife, and hast eaten of the tree, of 

which I commanded thee, saying, Thou shalt not eat of it: cursed is the ground for 

thy sake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy life; Thorns also and this-

tles shall it bring forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the herb of the field; In the sweat of 

thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground; for out of it wast thou 

taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return,” Genesis 3:14-19, (KJV).
